HOUSE RULES
1. Coaches are responsible for their players’ conduct while participating in league play at Camp Jordan Arena. Coaches must be 21 years or older and must provide us a social security number for their Risk Mgt form.
2. Coaches, assistant coaches, and/or parents are subject to the same off court conduct as players.

3. Abuse or vandalism of Camp Jordan property will NOT be tolerated.

4. Use of alcoholic beverages is STRICTLY PROHIBITED at Camp Jordan Park.  Also, no fire arms or weapons are permitted in the Park or Arena.

5. Smoking or use of tobacco products is PROHIBITED EXCEPT in designated areas.

6. ENTER and EXIT Camp Jordan Arena by way of MAIN lobby doors.  All doors designated as Emergency Exits only are to remain closed at all times.  (EXCEPT in the case of an EMERGENCY)

7. No pets allowed in the Arena.

8. Arena Closure Days: Thanksgiving, Christmas Eve, Christmas Day, New Years Eve and New Years Day.

9. Small court may be used for pickup games by Board Members as long as a Board Member is responsible for supervising the kids while playing on the court.  This must be coordinated with the Board Member on Duty.

10. Schedulewscwill be handed out by the League Commissioners at the Coaches & Referee meeting held November 20, 2006 at the Arena.  Refreshments 5.30PM, Coaches meeting 6.30PM and Referee meeting 7.30PM.

CAMP JORDAN INDOOR SOCCER

LEAGUE RULES

1. Off court warm-ups pertaining to use of a soccer ball is prohibited.

2. Soccer balls will be provided by league.  DO NOT bring a ball to the Arena.

3. All players will wear a numbered uniform of the same color by December 11th.

4. Shin guards will be worn at all times while on the court.

5. No jewelry will be allowed on the court.

6. No food or drink or gum chewing in players’ area.

7. Duration of matches will be determined by availability of playing time.

8. Matches that end in a tie will remain tied.

9. Players receiving three (3) red cards during a season will have his/her playing privileges revoked for the remainder of the playing season.

10. Coaches/teams will not be allowed to pick up players for play.  NO GUEST PLAYING IS ALLOWED.

11. No players may switch or be moved to another team during Indoor Season.

12. A player MAY NOT be double rostered on two teams in the same division in the same age group.
(Examples of double rostering: player registerd on a U16 select team and rostered on his U19 High School team 
Teams will not be allowed to play an *ineligible or unregistered player.  The result of this will end in a forfeit of game(s).  The coach will be expelled from the league.

13. On completion of regular league play, a single elimination tournament to include all teams will be held to determine league champions.

14. The Indoor Committee reserves the right to reorganize teams and leagues before the start of the season to ensure fair play and competetiveness of the league.
15. There will be no referees or scorekeeping done for the U-4 and U-6 recreational team brackets on the small court.
